YEARS 1 & 2
MEDICAL SCIENCES: SEMESTERS 1–5 
Sint Maarten or the United Kingdom*
Students begin their journey to become physicians on AUC’s state-of-the-
art medical sciences campus in Sint Maarten or via our U.K. Track program 
site at the University of Central Lancashire in Preston, England, where they 
complete coursework aimed at helping them master medical knowledge while 
learning to integrate it with clinical practice. Students’ clinical skills training 
begins in semester one and builds in each subsequent semester using case-
based learning, standardized patients and high-fidelity simulation. Students 
learn through a variety of teaching formats including lecture, small-group 
sessions and laboratory activities.

YEARS 3 & 4
CLINICAL SCIENCES: SEMESTERS 6–9.5 
United States and United Kingdom
During the clinical portion of the MD program, students perform as an active 
member of a team comprised of students, residents and attending physicians. 
Under supervision, clinical students perform histories and physicals, evaluate 
laboratory data, analyze information to diagnose patient cases and undertake 
limited procedures. Clerkships are completed in clinical settings in the United 
States and United Kingdom, and student assessment is geared to preparing 
students to master the 13 entrustable professional activities that all medical 
students should be able to perform on the first day of residency training.
