30,000 tons of grapes per year and features
250,000 square feet of winery buildings. Summit
provided planning, permitting and comprehensive
design services for this ground-up, fast paced
project so that grapes were received for harvest
less than one year from being engaged by the Bogle
family.

Summit supported a fast-track construction schedule on this
winery production facility, providing planning and entitlement
services, civil engineering, structural engineering, electrical
engineering and wastewater engineering services. The process
wastewater treatment system was designed utilizing a package
treatment system from Cloacina. The wines tanks were designed
to be anchored using OnGuard system from New Zealand,
providing enhanced protection from earthquake compared to the
traditional methods.



Sonoma County Winery

Design and permitting of improvements to allow for
expansion of the winery hospitality for facilitating
large events increasing total sanitary sewage flows
by a factor of 10. Replacement of the existing in-
ground system with a new membrane bioreactor
(MBR) system with surface re-use on existing
vineyards. Treated effluent from the wastewater
system (20,000 gpd) was designed to meet current
and future anticipated levels of BOD, TSS, TKN, with
the ability for doubling the system flow (to 40,000
gpd) in the future by addition of more membrane
modules.

Summit led efforts for the overall winery expansion
wastewater, water, civil, structural, and electrical
system improvements. In addition, Summit assisted
with increasing the entitlement for the facility to
support greater hospitality goals.

Summit assisted in the use permitting strategy that resulted in an approved use permit for annual production
of up to 100,000 gallons (approximately 41,000 cases) and 25 events per year with a maximum of 1,000 guests.

Summit worked with the Silver Oak Cellars team to prepare for neighbor meetings and negotiate the approved
marketing plan. Due to workload and time constraints the County allowed Summit to draft a portion of the
Negative Declaration.

Summit was responsible for the condition compliance for the applicant. A spreadsheet became the common
language that allowed a smooth transition when the County planning staff changed. Summit facilitated the
release of the building permits including the facility unique water reuse program. This effort included a report
explaining the multitude of regulatory agencies and the codes that allowed this reuse and documentation to
assist with the Living Building Challenge and LEED applications.
